Bursary Scheme 

At Riverside College / Cronton Sixth Form College we have a bursary 
scheme for full time students of all ages. 

Bursary 1 
Bursary 1 is available for full time students of all ages (16-18 and 19+) who meet the following criteria - you 
will receive £15 per week if: 

You were entitled to free school meals in year 11 

You or your parents are in receipt of: 

 Income Support 

 Income Based Job Seekers Allowance 

 Employment Support Allowance 

 Support under part 6 of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

 The guarantee element of state pension credit 

 Child Tax Credit - provided they are NOT entitled to working tax credit and have an annual 
 income as assessed by HM Revenue and Customs that does not exceed £16,190. 

Bursary 2 
Bursary 2 is a fund of £1,200 per year for students who are in care, a care leaver, in receipt of income  
support or disabled and in receipt of Employment and Support Allowance and Disability Living Allowance. 
You can apply for this bursary using the same application form as Bursary 1. 

Bursary Plus 
A subsidised bus pass worth up to £126 per year for every student who lives more than 1.5 miles 
away from college 

Extra financial support, for eligible students, towards kits, uniforms, equipment and trips 

Help with childcare payments 

How to apply 

For Bursary 1 and 2 please complete the enclosed application form and bring it with you to enrolment, 
along with evidence of your eligibility (please note you may only apply for one bursary). For Bursary Plus 
please ask for an application form when you come to enrol. 
Examples of evidence includes a letter from your local authority stating you were on free school meals in year 
11 and / or official evidence of benefits - we will not be able to process your application without this evidence. 

Information for students who 
were in receipt of Education  
Maintenance Allowance in 
2009/10 and/or 2010/11 
The following information applies to both  
continuing students and students coming from 
another sixth form/college. 

If you were in receipt of EMA during 
2009/10 AND 2010/11 you will continue 
to receive the same amount of EMA 
payments during 2011/12. 

If you were in receipt of the full £30 per 
week EMA during 2010/11 ONLY you 
will receive payments of £20 per week 
during 2011/12.
