What will happen in my first week?

Within your first week of Fashion your induction will
include designing and making tasks as well as an
introduction to sewing machines and other specialist
technical machinery. You will meet your new tutors and
begin to explore the world of Fashion.

Who will teach me?

You will have three course tutors. Charlotte Mack is
head of Fashion course; she will be your personal tutor
and lead your pattern cutting and fashion design
lessons. Jamie Swift will be your styling and fashion
photography tutor and he has a wealth of knowledge
teaching at university level as well as college. Your final
tutor is Sam Brady Davies who used to work as a
designer in industry and she will teach you how to
present work to industry standard.
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What can I look forward to in my first year?

Do I need to buy any equipment or kit? Within your first year you will explore wide range of
skills and processes associates with the different career
roles in the Fashion industry. For example, you will work
on LIVE project briefs, designing and creating garments
for a fashion show held at IKEA in Warrington. You will
go on to develop the digital skills required to produce
styled outfits and produce your own fashion magazine.
We run an annual trip to London where you can
experience many art galleries to enrich your creative
knowledge. Finally, we also run trips to Staffordshire
University and Manchester Fashion Institute.

You can buy Fashion
magazines in advance of starting your course, the best of which are I-D and Dazed and begin to identify current trends and collections that you like as well as read about industry
professionals that inspire you. In addition, you can explore Graduate Fashion week which has lots of videos and talks on becoming a creative student and working in the fashion
